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The Preserve America program became an authorized part of the national historic
preservation program when President Barack Obama signed the Omnibus Public Land
Management Act of 2009 on March 30, 2009. The Preserve America program is a federal
effort to encourage and support community efforts to preserve and enjoy America’s
priceless cultural and natural heritage. The goals of the initiative include a greater shared
knowledge about the nation’s past; strengthened regional identities and local pride;
increased local participation in preserving the country’s cultural and natural heritage
assets; and support for the economic vitality of our communities.

King Kaldakaua built
lolani Palace in 1882 to enhance the prestige of Hawaii overseas and to mark Hawaii's status as
a modern nation. This National Historic Landmark is located at the corner of King Street and
Richards Street and is open for tours Monday through Saturday from 9:00 a.m. to 5:00 p.m.
